BSMD Fellowships 2010/11

1. Lympho-vascular Medicine Fellowship. 
Professor Peter Mortimer, St George's and Royal Marsden Hospitals, London
St George’s is a tertiary referral centre for lympho-vascular disorders ie chronic oedema, lymphoedema, mixed vascular/lymphatic malformations, lympho-venous disease and other lymph related disorders. Most patients are referred with swelling of one or more limbs or other body sites, recurrent infection (cellulitis) or skin problems resulting from lymphatic insufficiency. Lympho-vascular medicine overlaps greatly with venous disease, leg ulcers and other aspects of wound healing. Consequently it contributes to a substantial, and often unrealized, component of dermatological practice.


A clinical attachment to the St George’s and Royal Marsden Lymphoedema services would enhance a trainee’s knowledge and understanding of the basic science underpinning lympho-vascular practice and in particular physiological aspects of chronic oedema and molecular lymphangiogenesis. A particular feature at St George’s is the Paediatric Lymphoedema Clinic held jointly with geneticists. The unique collection of genetic, including inherited, forms of primary lymphoedema and lymphatic malformations has led to the localisation and identification of gene mutations specific for certain lymphatic phenotypes.    


Attachments could take the form of one clinic per week or alternatively a one to two week block of time which would enable exposure to inpatients undergoing medical assessments and intensive treatments, outpatient clinics (new and follow-up general lymphoedema patients), cancer-related clinics (Royal Marsden Hospital), paediatric/genetic clinics, lymphoscintigraphy reporting sessions as well as ongoing research programmes.

2. Medical Dermatology Fellowship

Dr S Burge, Churchill Hospital, Oxford

Oxford Radcliffe Hospitals is one of the largest NHS teaching trusts in the UK. We provide a wide range of clinical services and medical education, training and research. The Dermatologists provide both a DGH service and a regional service. 

A clinical attachment to the Medical Dermatology clinics in Oxford would enhance a trainee’s understanding of the challenges of managing patients with complex systemic diseases, but would also provide insight into organizing a medical dermatology service. The experience would provide opportunities to establish links with other specialists and for developing an interest in teaching and clinical research.

Timetable:

The trainee would attend one clinic per week, under the supervision of Dr Susan Burge, and would have an opportunity to work with haematologists and rheumatologists as well as dermatologists and dermatoimmunologists. 

Clinics include:

Nuffield Department of Medicine Specialist Clinic (lupus and vasculitides)

Psoriasis (severe psoriasis managed with systemic therapies)

Immunology/ allergy

Dermatohaematology (GVHD)
